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ABSTRACT

To support industries to be at the cutting edge, the VET system must prepare workers appropriately through
recognition of the critical importance of mathematics which operates in a dialectical relationship with
technology. A healthy research base in vocational mathematics education is needed to inform policy decisions on
curriculum and teaching.
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
